Adolescent Medicine fellowship Supervision Policy for Procedures


Each Adolescent Medicine fellow is board certified in Pediatrics, Internal Medicine, or Family Practice and is authorized to perform procedures necessary to patient care that falls within the scope of previous residency training and certification.  Refer additionally to these residency supervision templates.


The fellowship does not have a graduated training requirement for acquisition of procedural skills, most procedures will have been acquired during prior residency training as noted above.  However, for new acquisition of such procedural skills as partial nail excision, the fellows will be directly supervised by adolescent medicine staff during procedures.  The fellow will be counseled by supervising staff once competency is achieved that further procedures may be carried out independently.  This will be documented in the semi-annual evaluation and notification provided to rest of supervising staff and head clinic nurse.  Specialized skills training , such as colposcopy or arthrocentesis, that occurs during other subspecialty rotations will be conducted under direct supervision of appropriate staff (example, Ob/Gyn or Orthopedics/Sports Medicine) with formal written feedback to the program director at the end of a rotation regarding competency of the fellow for such skills.
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
