WHMC Endocrinology Program Supervision Policy

Endocrinology fellows will have staff endocrinology supervision available at all times that they are involved in patient care:  

1. During all outpatient clinics a designated staff preceptor will be available.  All patients will be presented to the preceptor and staff countersignature of the note obtained within 24 hours.  During the first 4 months of fellowship training, the staff member will be required to verify pertinent points of history and physical exam with every patient seen by the fellow.  For the remainder of the first and the second years, staff members must personally verify the H&P with all new patients, all thyroid cancer patients, and all patients with positive findings on physical exam.  Routine follow-ups may be seen at the discretion of the preceptor.

2. All inpatient consults will be seen by the fellow within 24 hours.  Most consults will be seen on the same day the consult is received, but late consults may be seen on the following day if there are no immediate issues to address and the ward team is in agreement.  All inpatient consults will be presented to staff and the H&P verified by staff.  All consults must be signed by a staff member within 48 hours.

3. Endocrinology fellows will continue to follow and write daily notes on each inpatient consult until the staff feels no further endocrinology follow up is necessary.  Daily consult rounds will be held with the staff to discuss the status of active consult patients.
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
